1 Officer candidates will be listed in the spring newsletter prior to the election.

1 A ballot will be included in the newsletter.

f Voting may be done by snail mail, e-mail or by attending the annual conference.

1 E-mail votes will be sent to the Executive Director at least one week before the conference begins.
1 The Executive Director MUST receive snail mail ballots at least ten days before the conference
begins.

1 Regular voting will be held at the conference for members who have not voted via e-mail or snalil
mail.

§ Officers will be installed at the conference.

1 Constitution and By-Law revisions will be addressed in the same manner with the same timelines.

In order to vote in advance for the coming election, look for the two ballots in this issue of the newslet-
ter and plan to submit them according to the timeline specified above.
